Cooldictionary.com domain Sales Contract

The buyer, __________________________, and the seller, ____________, are agreeing to transfer domain cooldictionary.com from the seller to the buyer. This contract specifies complete conditions of the sale.

Representations: The buyer represents that he owns cooldictionary.com Internet domain, free of any encumbrances. The seller represents that he has legal capacity to buy cooldictionary.com. If any provision of this contract is found to be illegal or unenforceable, it can be severed and all other provisions still apply.

Escrow.com transfer: The buyer and the seller agree that the seller transfers domain cooldictionary.com, in exchange for the payment of $____, to be paid via escrow.com, to the Buyer. No conditions other than transfer of the domain are to be attached to the escrow.com transaction, however, the buyer and seller also agree to certain conditions regarding ownership and transfer of Source Code, to be handled outside the scope of the escrow.com transaction.

Delivery of source code after payment: After the domain transfer through escrow.com is complete and the Seller receives complete payment, the seller will deliver all necessary Source Code that is needed to run cooldictionary.com in the present form, to the buyer.

Intellectual property. The Seller grants the buyer the following non-exclusive rights to the source code: the right to use, modify, publish, sell and distribute Source Code. The Source Code created by the Seller uses certain third party free open source software (such as Linux, Perl, Mod_Perl, Festival). The seller does not own any copyright to such free software. The Buyer recognizes that the Seller uses most of the same Source Code to run Seller’s other websites such as algebra.com (shared code). The buyer recognizes that the Seller retains original copyright to such shared code (with the buyer getting non-exclusive rights described in the previous paragraph). However, the buyer gets complete copyright on the code used solely for cooldictionary.com.

Branding: the Buyer is to rename the talking artificial robot from Splotchy to some other name not resembling Splotchy. The buyer is to use a different picture to represent the robot to his visitors.

Non-Competition: as part of the sale, the Seller promises to not open any new top-level Internet domain with a dictionary site, until November 2006. No other restrictions are imposed on the seller. The Buyer recognizes that the Seller has a dictionary function, a talking artificial intelligence robot, and other features shared with cooldictionary.com, on his other websites, and these functions will continue operating.

Delivery: after money is transferred to the Seller, if the Buyer provides the Seller with root access to a modern Linux system with functioning Apache and mod_perl, the Seller will install Source Code on that system as necessary to run cooldictionary.com in its present form. It is up to the Buyer to handle DNS issues.

Customization: the sale does not include any promise by the seller to customize his Software beyond what is specified in the Delivery paragraph above. Any customizations will be handled as consulting services.
